PROCEDURE FOR FILLING ENDOWED CHAIRS

When an endowed chair becomes vacant or is established, one of two procedures should be followed:

1.
Within a college, school, or institute:


a.
Dean/Director establishes an evaluation committee.


b.
The committee, when possible, will be composed of existing

                          holders of endowed chairs.


c.
One or more nominations are submitted to the committee.


d.
Committee reports recommendation to the Dean, and, thence to

                           Provost.

2.
Other situations (where endowed chair is shared among units, is an

               external unit, or if unit lacks suitable apparatus):

a.
Provost appoints an evaluation committee, composed of existing

               holders of endowed chairs.


b.
One or more nominations may come from several sources,

                           including the Provost.


C.
Committee reports recommendation to the Provost.

Note:  some existing chairs have other procedures that must be honored.
